First Kangaroo competition was held in the 80" in Australia. In 1991 this competition was
brought to Europe, in France. In 1994 International Association "Kangaroo without
Borders” was established. Since then Math Kangaroo has steadily been gaining
popularity throughout the world. More than 3 million students in grades 2-12 worldwide
wrote this test on the same day, March 16, 06.

The purpose of the competition is to encourage students to master math, to help them
understand how mathematics applies in nature's laws and humans' activities, to develop
their ability to enjoy intellectual challenges, and to show that mathematical education is
important anywhere in the world.

Every year, in fall, teachers from all countries involved, meet for five days - each time in
a different country - to select the competition problems for the following spring. The
problems are offered as multiple choice questions. Every country holds its own
competition, awards its own winners and does not compare results with other countries.

Russian school and studio “Karandash” at UCI helped to bring Math Kangaroo
competition to California. We hosted it for the first time. Our participants competed at
grade levels 2, 3-4, 5-6, 7-8. The results will be graded and announced later, but today
we congratulate all students and their parents for their achievement and wish them
success at school.
